The whole world is going through wars, disasters, uprisings, sufferings and
chaos.

Monday 6 March - Archbishop Najarian received the
Chairmen of the local Australian chapters of the SDHP, ADL
and AGBU, Messrs Sebouh Kalpakian, Haig Lepedjian and
Mihran Lepedjan. The leaders of the three organisations
requested that the collaborative commemoration of the 108"
anniversary of the Armenian Genocide be held under the
auspices of the Primate. Related to this

occasion, Republic Party President Mr Aram Sargsyan has been
invited from Armenia to deliver a lecture on 21 April
Discussion centred on the issues faced by the Armenian
nation, particularly in Armenia and Artsakh, and also matters
of concern within the Australian Armenian communities.

Mr
Garabedian took part in two successful forums, one in Melbourne and the other held in Sydney, organised by Rev
Youmoushakian and the Association. The visitor had the opportunity to meet with the community in both cities.

Sunday 26 March — The traditional annual AGBU Alexander Primary School open air Easter celebration and
concert took place starting at midday running till late afternoon. The Archbishop regrettably could not attend this
year, representing him, were Archpriest Father Norayr Patanian and Father Avetis Hambardzumyan. As always,
under the initiative of Mrs Seta Keoshgerian, the children presented an impressive artistic program of song, dance,

recitations and plays, in front of a large audience. An entertaining Easter hat parade followed.
In his closing address, Father Norayr praised the organisers, the School Principal and blessed the school children.
All left after Father Norayr’s benediction.

Sunday 26 March - Accompanied by Father Avetis
Hambardzumyan, Archbishop Najarian attended the Youth
Bible Study at the Diocesan Centre, organised by the Holy
Resurrection Church ACYA. The session and PowerPoint
slides were presented by ACYA Chairperson Mihran
Sarkissian. The topic was on Resurrection and “The Raising
of Lazarus” which was prepared by Aline Yapoudjian and
Mihran Sarkissian.

Tuesday 28 March — Accompanied by Father Avetis Hambardzumyan, [
Archbishop Najarian attended the lecture evening, held in the Neutral Bay & E :
Centre of the Sydney Chapter of the AGBU. The lecture was given by Dr
Vahagn Vartanian of the Han Academy Hong Kong, author of “National

Identity, Diaspora and Space of Belonging”, published in London 2021.
Several issues analysed with a systematic approach in the book were discussed,
such as: what is the main axis of national identity, what does the area of
belonging mean, the emotional connection of everyone in the understanding of
identity, secular Armenians, rich in diversity? how we can connect, by what .
means?, and similar deep and currently pressing questions. Similarly
important matters such as those mentioned above, are discussed
extensively in the book.

Before closing, Archbishop Najarian expressed his sentiments, followed by
his benediction.

Wednesday 29 March - The third session of online lectures for the year was held with guest speaker, the Very
Reverend Father Movses Sargsyan, the Head Chaplain of the Armed Forces of the Republic of Armenia. The topic
of his presentation was ‘Spiritual Leadership in the Armed Forces of the Republic of Armenia’.

Archbishop Najarian presided the evening with Chancellor Nishan Basmajian, the moderator. Following the
Archbishop’s opening prayer the Chancellor introduced the speaker, as detailed below.

2023 February, Father Movses visited Australia

During the course of his presentation, Father Movses explained that it is an historical reality that each group in
the army, from the days of Vartanants, had its spiritual father. He gave examples, the most striking of which is the
example of Catholicos GeorgeVI Chorekjian who organised the funds to assemble the “Sasoontsi Tavit” troops to
take part in the great patriotic war 1941 to 1945. Clerics have fought in the Artsakh war also.



T, R AL — On 13 November 1997 by the decree of His Holiness Karekin
i P ey Sarkissian (Karekin I), an agreement was signed between the
ety ey ' Catholicos and the Minister of Defence of the day, Commander
Vazgen Sargsyan, to create the Army Spiritual Chaplaincy. Very
Reverend Father Vrtanes Abrahamian was appointed Head
Chaplain (currently Primate of the Diocese of Artsakh). The
Ashot Yergat Cross was accepted as the RA Armed Forces
Guardian, Sanctity and the Flag of the Armenian Army bears the
inscription, “God is With Us”.

Each year the Head Chaplain presents his objectives to the
Ministry of Defence for his approval. In the army, the chaplains
conduct various services; each year 10,000 camouflage covered
New Testament Bibles are printed and given to each soldier,
(Father Movses had brought a few copies with him when he
visited Sydney). These Bibles are in high demand among the
soldiers, kept in their chest pockets. Chapels are built in the
military bases, in response to soldier requests, some built by
soldiers themselves.

Every quarter, the chaplains meet, giving their reports to the
Head Chaplian who in turn advises the Minister of Defence.

Each year on National Army Day held on 28 January at the
Holy See, a liturgical service takes place, the soldiers are blessed
and medals are presented.

The leadership organises periodic pilgrimages to the Holy
Etchmiadzin.

During the 44 day Artsakh war in 2020, the chaplains
performed great feats, not only as clerics but as military men
also. Everyone played their role whether in peaceful times or
during war. Clerics were sent to the battle ground as well (from
the Holy See, from the Artsakh Diocese, the Diaspora,
particularly from Russia, Romania among other countries).
Many soldiers who had not been baptised asked to be baptised

in the direst conditions. Priests were in high demand at that
time. The soldiers were evidently more disciplined when the chaplains were in their company. They realised that
God was with them and consequently, they were at peace.
During the war, chaplains were killed, one of those was Father Megerditch, among those who disappeared and is
not found until today. In Yeraplur, the chaplains also serve, perform ceremonies, requiem services, especially
offering support and comfort to parents and relatives of deceased soldiers.

Programs
- All uniforms are worn with Ashod Yergat badges.

- Open altar churches similar to Zorats Monastery exist and are being built. This monastery was built during
the Orbelian period in 1303 when soldiers on horseback received Holy Communion and marched into battle.
The restoration of the monastery has commenced as an army sanctuary and pilgrimage site. Naturally, it also
attracts tourists.

- Training programs: Development of psychological and educational programs and their implementation. The
organisation of courses to assist in the prevention and treatment of addictions to smoking, drugs and alcohol
abuse, violence and other such harmful behaviours. Chaplains undergo training to increase their



effectiveness. Assistance is provided by the “Round Table Foundation” and Armenia’s Bible Society.
- The chaplains are constantly working with wounded and sick soldiers, parents who have lost their children

and depressed individuals. This is a very important program for the leadership.
All high ranking officers feel the need for these programs and depend on the clergy.
Naturally disorderly conduct does occur, as military service is mandatory; when they reach the designated age,
they enter military service. Therefore, soldiers come from all walks of life. Whereas in western countries, soldiers
are discharged and undergo training or rehabilitation, they are accepted back into the army when appropriate.
We place great significance on discipline. Often, we are confronted with street-smart behaviour and mindsets. It
takes time for these men to be accustomed to what is required of them and so in the meantime create serious
issues. Due to issues in their family structures, soldiers turn to disorderly behaviour (different addictions, alcohol,
drugs etc), violence occurs. Thanks to the work of the chaplains, it has been possible to avoid suicide by soldiers.
Intimate conversations, prayer and messages help protect the soldiers from making devastating choices.
Father Movses explained that according to the RA Constitution, chaplains could not reach the rank of officer, that it
is reserved only for soldiers. However, this is under consideration.
As for the inclusion of female soldiers, there are a few, but they have been increasing in recent years. It is
encouraged and they are generally engaged in clerical, communication, medical and aviation related positions.
Recently, the army had female officers and commanders. On the other hand, many military wives serve alongside
their husbands, which enhance the attitudes of male soldiers. We do not have female chaplains.
As for how the soldiers are chosen, Father Movses explained that following the blessing of His Holiness, the list of
appointed candidates will be sent to the Ministry of Defence for approval. The Head Chaplain decides which
regiment and where the chaplain will serve.
In regard to atheist or agnostic soldiers, they will not be forced to carry a cross or a copy of the New Testament
Bible. Making the sign of the cross or reciting the Lord’s Prayer will not be forced upon them. It is however
evident that even for soldiers of different faiths, the chaplain is the closest individual to him, also for those from
other ethnic groups such as the Yezidis or Russians. When a soldier of a different faith or denomination wishes to
be baptised to convert to the Armenian Apostolic faith, we require a written request from his parents and his
spiritual pastor and it is only then that we proceed, explained Fr Movses.
The questions which were asked at the end of the lecture
are included in the information detailed above.
On behalf of the close to 50 individuals who joined, the
moderator thanked the guest speaker for the
comprehensive content on the topic of spiritual
leadership in the army, a subject that was completely
unfamiliar to all. The lecture was recorded and the link

is available by request at diocese@armenian.com.au

In conclusion, Archbishop Najarian emphasised the fact
that the Armenian Church has always stood alongside its
army and now it is crucial, the challenges are great. The
role of the chaplain is to raise the morale of the soldier
and to maintain the moral values requires a tremendous

amount of work, dedication and planning. He
highlighted the great work carried out by Father Movses and each individual chaplain, “they inspire spirit into
the army, something that is as necessary as a weapon”, concluded the Archbishop.

THIS YEAR, WITH A SACRED FEELING OF GRATITUDE, we are marking the 850th anniversary of the death
of the great Armenian Catholicos, Saint Nersess Shnorhali (“the Graceful”).

Catholicos Saint Nersess Shnorhali is among the most renowned and accomplished of all Armenian catholicoi: an
illustrious theologian and homilist; a gifted poet, musician, historian, and teacher. As a good shepherd who “laid
down his life for his sheep” (John 10:11), Catholicos Nersess IV was a virtuous leader, a brightly-lit beacon for our
people, and a tireless cultivator in the vineyard of the Lord. His extremely fruitful ministry radiated outward
from the Patriarchal See established in Hromkla; and even under conditions of personal exile, this blessed chief
shepherd strove to ensure that the spiritual and national life of his people would be unified and complete.

His gaze always looked to the fatherland. He ceaselessly sang the praises of Holy Etchmiadzin, the Christ-
established spiritual center of the Armenian people. And he extolled Etchmiadzin’s exceptional importance and
significance as the source “from which heavenly rays flow forth to the entire Armenian Church; ... from which
the ineffable ray and the shadowless light spread out.”

Saint Nersess Shnorhali’s entire life and activity were focused on the glorification of God, and the urgent mission
of leading the hearts of the people to Him. Preaching to the point of exhaustion, he taught the commandments of
the Lord to the faithful: “Arise, sons of light, to bless the Father of Light”; “We cry out the commandments of God
as a watchman from a lofty watchtower in your hearing.” The illustrious Catholicos shepherded the Armenian
flock during difficult and tragic times, bearing great pain and affliction for many children of our exiled,
wandering people. As a father he offered tender words of counsel to all—from prince to soldier and peasant; from
bishop to priest, deacon and acolyte—thereby strengthening the faith of all, and nourishing all with knowledge.

His most soulful and beautiful creations were his odes and florid chants, with their unique flights of poetic
imagination and their majestic musical style. These were directed toward the preservation of the national



Christian identity of the Armenian people, and the elevation and crystallization of their spiritual and cultural life.

His productive pen decorated the services of our Church, awakening the Christian soul and mind of our people.
He cast light upon the rocky path of our history, and led our people to a bright horizon of spiritual and national
rebirth.

In the international and ecumenical world, too, Saint Nersess enjoyed renown and recognition. Clergy and
faithful in the Greek, Syriac, and Latin Christian realms were impressed by his intellectual prowess, and inspired
by his virtuous life. Always finding refuge in the Lord’s mercy, he made energetic efforts to promote loving
cooperation among the churches. The saintly Catholicos became an evangelist for alleviating the age-old divisions
separating the churches. And he became an apologist for the unity of the Christian world, defining the Armenian
Church’s position with the formula: “In essential matters, Unity; in non-essential matters, Liberty; in all things,
Charity.”

Beloved faithful: Generations of mankind have been illuminated by the example of resplendent deeds
accomplished by the children of the Armenian nation. By renewing the memory of the most gifted Armenians—
like Saint Nersess Shnorhali—by attending to their encouraging exhortations and counsel, our people have been
empowered to face life’s trials, to overcome suffering, and to elevate their spirits on the road to building a bright
future. Likewise, the example of the Graceful Catholicos—“crying out the commandments of God as a watchman
from a lofty watchtower in your hearing”—will inspire the faithful today, in accordance with the Apostle’s
command: “In all things set an example by doing what is good. In your teaching show integrity, seriousness, and
soundness of speech that cannot be condemned” (Titus 2:7-8).

Now, with this Pontifical Encyclical, we invite our entire Holy Apostolic Church—its diocesan and national
organizations, academic and intellectual institutions, charitable and patriotic concerns, and all our faithful
people—to commemorate Saint Nersess Shnorhali’s eternal memory during this 850th anniversary year. Through
conferences, publications, and celebrations, as well as in national and ecumenical circles, let us appreciate anew

the eternally relevant message of this great teacher of the Christian faith, and benefactor of our national-religious
life.

Before the Holy Altar of Descent, we pray that through the intercession of Saint Nersess Shnorhali of blessed
memory, the 64th Catholicos of All Armenians, our beneficent Lord will protect our people under the shadow of
His merciful hand, strengthening us in Faith, Hope, and Love, so we may overcome every difficulty of present
life, and fulfill the luminous future of our national aspirations.

May the Lord grant peace and prosperity to our fatherland, and keep our
holy, apostolic Armenian Church unshaken and bright, now and always. Amen.
