Before closing in prayer, Archbishop emphasised the importance of nurturing the younger generation and
developing their talents acknowledging the Philanthropic Academy’s efforts in that regard.

Refreshments were served following the commemoration when the Archbishop was invited to cut the 202~
anniversary celebratory cake. Indeed, it was a befitting creative program.

Archbishop Najarian returned to Sydney on Wednesday 5 April.




Thursday 6 April - In the Holy -

Resurrection Church, Archbishop Haiga-
zoun Najarian celebrated an episcopal
Holy Mass dedicated to the Last Supper
of Christ, and delivered the moving and
relevant sermon. He presided during the
afternoon “Washing of the Disciples Feet’
service and in the evening presided over
the Khavaroum/Darkness Vigil.

Friday 7 April — In the morning the
Crucifixion service was conducted and
the Burial service in the afternoon
followed by a general requiem service. In
his brief sermon, Archbishop Najarian
explained the meaning and magnitude of
the crucifixion and burial. He also

highlighted the meaning of the darkness, the absence of light. Light is God Himself, Christ is the Light, and
because of this, darkness cannot exist in our lives when Christ dwells in us.

Saturday 8 April — As has become customary, Archbishop Najarian celebrated the Easter Eve service in Holy

Trinity Church. For details, please see Parish News on page 38.

Sunday 9 April — The day of Victory, Christ is Risen.
This is a wonderful event, a joyous day, and the day
culminating in victory over evil. Episcopal Holy Mass
was celebrated by the Primate in Holy Resurrection
Church with Archpriest Reverend Father Bartev Kara-
kashian and Reverend Father Avetis Hambardzumyan
participating. The ranks of deacons filled the corners of
the Holy Altar, dressed in their red robes, adding to the
grandeur of the joyous celebration. In his Easter
message, Archbishop explained why, on this Resur-
rection Day, our spirits are stimulated. With quotations
from the Holy Bible, he explained that it is by Christ’s
Resurrection, that the tradition and sacrament of
Christianity was created. He described the spiritual

8% transformation of Christ’s apostles, during those 40 days

after Christ’s resurrection and how it led to their
spreading the Good News across the world, including, in
Armenia. Considering they were able to spread the Good
News during the Byzantine era, from North Africa to the
Middle East, and which today, is of a Muslim majority,
he posed the question, how is it that the Armenians

y were able to survive as Christians, having endured the

Golgotha of Golgothas for centuries, and up to the

@ present times. This has been possible because Armenians




have not lost Christian hope, clinging to their faith, enabled to endure and live. Archbishop instructed Armenian
parents to equip their children with Christian faith. “Struggling should be our mission, because Christianity
means struggle until victory; it means life and eternity, it means hope and not giving in to hardships. It is
therefore, our duty to live Christianity every day, every hour. When we discipline our children without faith, we
are knowingly preparing candidates for darkness, and the Christian faith is the victory of light over darkness,”
affirmed the Primate. Referring to our obligations, he emphasised the importance of gratitude and quoting from
the Divine Liturgy, 7 offer, of Yours, unto You’, advising the congregation that it is the obligation of each
individual to return to God, a portion of what He has granted us. As Christians, we have a duty outside of the
Armenian community, as a collective universal church, to care for the world until Christ’s second coming.

As for the Armenian people, the Archbishop stated, “we still have hope that God will grant us the wisdom, to
unite as one fist. Without a common voice, we cannot defeat the challenges we face. As a nation and peoples, we
can live, but we must know our destination, we must know how to preserve our national heritage and how to
move forward together. In love, it is modesty, humility and Christian living that will keep us strong and united.
Let us rise nationally, with our God-given talents and combining them, let us use them for the good and justice
and in this way, we can move forward to a bright future”, concluded Archbishop.

Monday 10 April - Remembrance of the Dead - Accompanied by the parish priests, Archprlest Reverend Father
Norayr Patanian, Archpriest Father Bartev
Karakashian and Father Avetis Hambardzum-
yan, Archbishop Najarian officiated a general
requiem service in the Armenian Section of
Macquarie Park Cemetery, before the Genocide
Memorial Monument. Close to 60 community
faithful attended. During the service, in his
succinct message, Archbishop said, “Today we
have come to honour our relatives who have
found their rest. We place them in the orders of
the victorious church. We have come to renew
our vow and to assure them that they live on

and the work they commenced; we will

continue.”

The parish priests blessed the graves of the late Archbishop Aghan Baliozian, Father Aramais Mirzaian, Very
Reverend Father Razmig Boghossian and Deacons Hagop Chahinian, Kevork Janoyan, Hovannes Kharajian and
Noubar Yangoyan.

Friday 14 April — Archbishop Najarian left for Auckland New Zealand. On 15 April he celebrated Easter Holy
Mass for the small Auckland Armenian community. For details, please read the New Zealand Parish News on
page 40.

Sunday 16 April Archbishop returned to his official residence in Sydney and in the afternoon, presided over the
Annual General Meeting of the Holy Resurrection Church Parish Council. The meeting table the 2022 Parish
Pastor’s and Council’s Activity Reports presented by Reverend Father Avetis Hambardzumyan and Parish
Councillor Mrs Arpi Mouradian respectively; the 2022 Financial Reports and 2023 Budget presented by Mrs
Laura Artinian; and addressed the questions and comments of the participating parish members.

Monday 17 April — Archbishop Najarian presided over the periodic meeting of the Armenian Community
Welfare Centre Board which examined the new government policies.

Tuesday 18 April — Archbishop Najarian presided over the periodic Diocesan Council meeting when the Agenda
and reports to be presented at the upcoming Annual General Diocesan Meeting scheduled for 20 May 2023 were
approved. The meeting also affirmed the newly formed Parish Councillors of the Holy Trinity and Holy
Resurrection parishes following their Annual General Meetings. The final details of the 6™ May cocktail for the
Friends of the Diocese with, both current and potentials’ list were reviewed, the purpose of which is to tribute
the support of sponsors who understand the Diocese’s programs and provide an allocated, predetermined sum to
cover expenses.

Thursday 20 April - The funeral of the late Sonia Kanjian was held at Holy
Resurrection Church presided by Archbishop Najarian accompanied by the Parish
Priests. With her husband Mr Loris Kanjian, Mrs Kanjian became the Principal
Benefactors of the Diocesan Centre making it possible for the much hoped for
construction to be realised. Our endless gratitude to the Kanjians for their devotion
and support remains close to our heats and will forever be etched in the historical
archives for future generations to aspire to their spirit of understanding and vision.

At this sorrowful time, the Primate, Diocesan Council and Church family extend our
heartfelt condolences to Mr Loris Kanjian, his children and grandchildren.

Friday 21 April - The Primate, accompanied by Father Avetis Hambardzumyan, Messrs Sarkis Der Bedrossian,
Stepan Kerkyasharian, Bedros Zorlu and Chancellor Nishan Basmajian, received the following community leaders in
the Diocesan Centre - leaders of the Social Democrat Hnchakian Party in Australia, Mr Sebouh Kalpakian, Kevork
Bedrossian, leaders of the Armenian Democratic Liberal Party/ Ramgavar in Australia Messrs Haig Lepedjian, Vahe
Artinian and Mrs Vartouhi Lepedjian, the AGBU Sydney Committee members Messrs Mihran Lepejian and
Hovannes Kouyoumdjian, the former RA Prime Minister and Hanrapetutyun Party president Mr Aram Sargsyan
and notable Armenian journalist Mr Nver Mnatzaganian.

After Archbishop Najarian welcomed the visitors and made the introductions, he explained how all communities
in the Diaspora do all they can, in collaboration with the church and community organisations, to maintain the
Armenian profile and identity, always attempting to keep the umbilical cord with Armenia secure, as, where does
any Diasporan community get its life blood?
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Referring to the general situation of
Armenians, Archbishop stated that the
Armenian people are a little stunned,
especially following the defeat of the 44-day
war and driven by their own interests, the
larger governments interfere in the affairs of
Armenia; our very existence is threatened
and appears to be our passage through a pre-
Genocide Yeghern period.

Mr Sargsyan considered it a natural
phenomenon for the large states to interfere
in the affairs of smaller states, but in order to
take advantage of the created situation, risky
decisions must be made in favour of

Armenia. He expressed his optimism that
there could not be a large-scale war in Armenia, taking into account the interest of the large states.

In relation to the Diaspora, Mr Sargsyan stated that the Diaspora is very important. There needs to be a ministry
not merely a department as 7 million Armenians live in the Diaspora.

The potential of our Diaspora should not be overlooked, but first, we need to have an independent Armenia
before we can drive that potential. On the other hand, Mr Mnatzaganian confirmed that what is discussed in
Armenia is to be considered in the Armenian and Turkish relations; stating that the Armenian-Turkish relations
are multi-layered, and any Armenian government can proceed in the Armenia-Turkey relations.

Mr Stepan Kerkyasharian confirmed that the Diaspora is neglected today, what should have been assigned to the
Diasporan Ministry at one time, was not assigned.

The Archbishop pointed out that over the past 30 years up to the present, the potential of the Diaspora has not
been tapped into. Mr Sargsyan agreed and continued, “To bring Armenia out of the present state requires
volunteers. We have issues concerning unity which need to be addressed immediately.” He gave his sincere
criticism of the current government, as the lax judicial system, shortage of judges and also gave his evaluation of a
number of works which were achieved during the current government term; the appointment to public office
without bribery and serving the Armenian government and not foreign states. He highly commended the positive
impact of the Armenian Church and the two Catholicosates in benefiting Armenia.

Friday 21 April — Under the auspices of the Primate, and organised by the
Australian Chapters of the SDHP, ADL and AGBU, a commemoration was
held in St Annes Anglican Church in Ryde, “The 108" anniversary
commemoration of the Armenian Genocide amid the challenges of
Armenia and Artsakh’.

Attending were His Eminence, parish priests, evangelical ministers, Diocesan Council members, political figures
and government representatives. A minute’s silence was observed to honour the memory of our one and a half
million martyrs, followed by the opening address and recitation by talented Zani Okjian.

A fitting artistic program included popular Masha Mnchoyan (Hay Zinvor, Abrelou Abril and Yeraz Im Yergir
Hayreni), Imogen Pinwiset (piano, Prelude no. 7 Baghdasarian), Nanar Marashlian recited Baruyr Sevag’s
(Engadznere), Katalina Dermenjian (Violin, Groong, Gomidas).

The recently elected NSW Member of Parliament for Ryde Mr Jordan Lane delivered an address. The AGBU
Alexander Primary School Principal Mr Manoug Demirjian shared the organising committee’s address. The
Hanrapetutyun Party founder and former Prime Minister Mr Aram Sargsyan who had been invited to Sydney for
this occasion, was invited to the stage to share his message. Mr Sargsyan reflected on the developed and




developing challenges in Armenia, the means to overcome them and the initiatives adopted by the Government. He
called for unity and gave assurance that Armenia has the means to defeat the enemy once again.

In his closing remarks, Archbishop Najarian invited the audience to be realistic, stating that no one would help
Armenia except the Armenian people and only the Armenian people, with their united efforts in the battle, can
regain the violated rights. We cannot place our hope on the foreigner, first and foremost the Armenian people
need to place their hope in themselves. “The path to our historical lands is only through present day Armenia and
Artsakh,” declared Archbishop. He condemned the complacency to defend Armenia and Artsakh that exists
today. We need to learn and correct all the mistakes we
made in the past and we will “restore the spirit demanding
Artsakh is Ours,” concluded the Archbishop.

Saturday 22 April - The SDHP, RAG and AGBU committees
organised a Q&A evening with Mr Aram Sargsyan, attended
by Archbishop Najarian and Father Avetis Hambardzumyan.
The atmosphere at times was electrified. At the close, the
Archbishop urged all to understand and respect differences
of opinion and views, without giving way to offence.

Sunday 23 April - Close to 1000 protestors gathered in Hyde Park
led by the Homenetmen scouts and marching band marching to
Circular Quay with banners raised, calling out slogans demanding
recognition and justice for the Armenian Genocide, which was
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perpetrated 108 years ago. The protestors expressed their anger with
banners flying and rehearsed slogans, demanding the Australian
Government recognise the Armenian Genocide.

Archbishop Najarian was represented by Father Avetis
Hambardzumyan. Alongside the protestors were Reverend Father
Miuron Avedisian and Reverend Krikor Youmoushakian.

In his address, the Executive
Director of the Armenian Na-
tional Committee Mr Michael
Kolokossian demanded justice,
recognition and compensation
for the Armenian, Greek and
Assyrian genocides. Together
with the Armenian community
, organisations, Greek and Assy-
rian community organisations
were represented voicing their
" demands also.

At the close of the protest,
prayers were raised by Reverend
Youmoushakian (English) and
Father Avetis Hambardzumyan (Armenian).

Monday 24 April — Like every year following the centenary of the Genocide, Holy Mass is celebrated in Holy
Resurrection Church in memory of our one and a half million martyrs. Archbishop Najarian was the celebrant
and delivered the day’s significant homily. Present during Holy Mass were NSW Member of Parliament for

community representatives and hundreds of community
faithful, all gathered to once again renew their vow and to
pay their respects to the holy martyrs of the Armenian
Genocide.

Following Holy Mass, the procession led by the
Archbishop with the four Sydney parish priests and
Homenetmen scouts, made its way to Beauchamp Park,
where, before the 2015 erected Khachkar, all were asked to
observe a minute’s silence to honour our martyrs which followed by the laying of wreaths. Addresses were
delivered by the Hon Tim James MP, Councillor Sarkis Yedelian and Councillor Tanya Taylor, who, after making
reference to the horrendous massacres at the start of the 20 century, demanded the Australian Government and

Prime Minister the Hon Anthony Albanese recognise the Armenian Genocide as it is, that is “Genocide”. The

same was demanded of the Opposition Leader of the Coalition, the Hon Peter Dutton. Unfortunately, the two
leaders repeated what their predecessors had done, yielding to the pressure of Turkish and Azeri threats. The
three political figures demanded the Australian Government apply pressure to the reopening of the Lachin
corridor.

Accompanied by the four parish priests, the Archbishop then blessed the Khachkar and raised prayers that the
memory of our holy martyrs would remain vivid in each of our hearts.




Monday 24 April — The commemoration evening
organised by the Genocide Commemoration Committee

was held at the Concourse, Chatswood with more than :
500 attending, including more than 20 political and
government dignitaries. ‘
The Masters of Ceremony were Arsho Abejian and Serly
Boujikian. Following the playing of the Australian,
Armenian and Artsakh anthems, Uncle Michael West of
the Aboriginal Land Council delivered the Welcome to
Country and made reference to the violation of
indigenous peoples’ just rights. Jonathon Amirzaian sang
“Doon Im Hayreni”, accompanied with his guitar playing.
Zany Okjian recited Siamanto “Dareru Vrej” and the Sydney Dance
Ensemble performed “Mshoh Gorani” and “Sgherti Kochari” during the
course of the program.

The Executive Director of the Armenian National Committee of
Australia shared his remarks, advocating with the reasons for the just
demands of the Armenian people.

The keynote speaker was Dr Umit Kurt, Political Science lecturer at
Newcastle University. Of Kurdish descent, this intellectual of great
political knowledge, presented an analysis on the economic reasons
why Turkey would not recognise the Armenian Genocide. Dr Kurt
shed new light on genocide studies, the perpetration of the Armenian
Genocide and the motivation to it. A dozen political leaders delivered
their political address, and their demands for the rights in relation to
the Genocide and also the Artsakh blockade and Arsakh’s right to self-
determination. A video was screened of parliamentarians raising

condemnation against all who would not recognise the Armenian Genocide.

The closing address was delivered by the Primate Archbishop Najarian. He expressed his appreciation to the
organisers of the commemoration for the event’s high political calibre and the importance of the topic discussed
by Dr Umit Kurt. He then praised the organisers for inviting a non-Armenian intellectual as keynote speaker. It is
worth mentioning here that Dr Umit also speaks Armenian, which he learned while taking a special course in
Yerevan. “I wish to shake the hand of any Turk and relate to him as a fellow human being however the Turkish
government puts a barrier between us by not recognising the Genocide, not admitting their mistake. Umit Kurt’s
lecture was significant, because he tells us what the reasons are why Turkey does not accept it was genocide,
because they must repay and return the lands on which he lives today”.

The Archbishop stated that the genocide is not over yet, nor is our struggle for freedom. He demanded from those
present to promise not to forget the injustice and struggle that has occurred and to continue, united in spirit,
heart to heart, hand in hand.

The evening was closed with Archbishop’s benediction.

Wednesday 26 April — This month’s Diocese online lecture on the topic “THE INITIAL OPPOSITION OF THE
ASSYRIAN ORTHODOX CHURCH AND REACTION TO THE HAMIDIAN MASSACRES PERPETRATED
AGAINST THE ARMENIAN PEOPLE” saw the participation of close to 50 partakers.

The Keynote Speaker was Academic Historian and Recipient of the Kerkyasharian-Kayikian Fund Scholarship, Dr
Simon Burke

Also speaking was His Eminence Archbishop Haigazoun Najarian on the topic: “The 1895-1896 Hamidian
Massacres — Historical Analysis”, and



Mr Stepan Kerkyasharian, on the topic: The University of Sydney’s Kerkyasharian-Kayikian Fund Academic
Scholarship for Armenian Studies.

Dr Burke presented two documents in which the Assyrian Church places the responsibility of the massacres on
the Armenian people, particularly in relation to the self-defence strategies of the revolutionists. The research
reveals that under the Ottoman tyranny, for their self-
preservation, the head bishop of this sister church
blames the Armenian community which had sacrificed
200-300,000 of its own during the Hamidian Massacres.
They had no inkling that a decade later, the Assyrian
community would suffer the same fate.

Archbishop Najarian gave an analysis with
chronological historical detail identifying political
motives.

Mr Stepan Kerkyasharian presented the Kerkyasharian-
Kayikian Fund of the University of Sydney, which
provides scholarships to students and academic staff to
undertake research into Armenian studies until year
1900 who wish to pursue and attain their master’s or

doctoral degrees. Mr Kerkyasharian informed the

audience that a large number of academics or students have benefited from the Fund, however, unfortunately, no
Armenian has been among them....

Moderator Nishan Basmajian introduced each of the speakers before each lecture. He gave the audience
opportunity to ask questions, which were answered by the three speakers.

Dr Burke expressed his gratitude to Mr Kerkyasharian for the Kerkyasharian-Kayikian Fund, and the organisers
of this initiative and opportunity given to him, which was of great encouragement to him, considering his chosen
field.

Archbishop Najarian closed this very interesting lecture evening with his words of encouragement and prayer.

Saurday 29 April — At the invitation Ryde City Mayor Councillor Sarkis Yedelian, Archbishop Najarian
accompanied by Archpriest Reverend Father Norayr Patanian and Parish Pastor Father Avetis Hambardzumyan
participated in the commemoration organised by Ryde

City Council on the occasion of the 108* anniversary of
. the Armenian Genocide beside the Khachkar of
Meadowbank Memorial Park. Armenian and non-
Armenian officials were present. Among others were, Mr
Jerome Laxale the Federal Member for Bennelong, the
newly elected NSW Member for Bennelong Mr Jordan
Lane, and others spoke. All the invited officials called on
Turkey and Australia to recognise the Armenian Genocide
and demanded a fair solution to the Armenian issue.
Wreaths were laid by representatives of the Armenian
. community organisation representatives as well as the
representative government officials. The Homenetmen

scouts and marching band paraded in at the beginning and
end of the event to the beat of Armenian national anthems and songs. Archbishop Najarian with the Reverend
Fathers blessed Khachkar, after which he expressed his gratitude to all the government representatives who,
raising the voice of justice to demand a solution to the Armenian issue and also having a positive stance in favour
of the self-determination of Artsakh.
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, In his closing address, Ryde Mayor Councillor Sarkis

Yedelian gave personal testimonies as the grandson of a
Genocide survivor and expressed his gratitude to all
present, especially his political colleagues.

The meeting was closed with national anthems of
Australia and Armenia.

Sunday 30 April - It has become tradition that under the
banner of the Hamazkaine Regional Committee the
Australian residents originating from Kessab, host and
organise “Prpoor Festival”. This event is warmly

: received not only by the Archbishop but also the
- % Reverend Fathers and the Parish Pastors of the

Evangelical and Catholic Churches, not to forget the

community organisations and associations. This is the festival indicating the preparation of the grape nectar,

which for generations has been a special ceremonial event in Kessab. This is one example of communal effort,
symbolising the Armenian countryman’s support of his neighbour. A committee of Kessabtsis was formed (more
than 15 men and women) who organise all aspects of the event and achieved success with appreciation of the

participants, their sentiments and donations.

Kessab Foods were available, raffles drawn and of course, the Roob/Grape Syrup. With a firm grip, Archbishop

Najarian also demonstrated what the villagers have been doing for thousands of years to make the Syrup. More

than 250 attending the event tasted the
bubbly foam/Prpoor and bought bottles of
Roob to take home.

Entertainment was provided by Charlie
Chech and Nicole Boymoushakian singing,
with demonstrations of the Kessab traditional
dance. Archbishop blessed the Roob filled
pots on the fire with “Amen Hallelujah”. The
atmosphere was exciting for the Archbishop
and all present. The proceeds from the event
were allocated to the Armenian National
College in Kessab, which is the first high
school established in Syria after the Genocide
and today has 250 students enrolled.

The Archbishop blessed all the workers and
all who had gathered as understanding and
tradition observing people; he encouraged the

organisers to host the event next year on a larger scale.




IN MEMORY OF THE LATE SONIA KANJIAN
Eulogy of the Funeral at Holy Resurrection Church

Sonia Kanjian was born in Heliopolis, Cairo on 15 December, 1934. She
was an only child to her parents Vahan and Siranoush Hanessian. She
began her education at Noubarian Primary School in Cairo, Egypt, and
continued her secondary education at a French Sisters boarding school in
Nice, as her parents migrated to France.

Travelling by boat, Sonia migrated to Australia with her parents in 1950 at
the age of 16. Five years later, Loris Kanjian arrived by plane from Egypt
and they met and began their everlasting life together.

On the 21* of January, 1956, Loris and Sonia were married at the Anglican
St Thomas Church in North Sydney. They were blessed with four
children including three sons (Ken, Victor and Phillip) and one daughter
(Marianne). Sonia was also blessed with 9 grandchildren and 6 great
grandchildren.

Her parents, Vahan and Siranoush Hanessian, held a strong faith and had

deep connections with the Armenian Apostolic Church. Her
father was a dedicated Church Councillor, and was the first
editor of the Church’s Looyce newsletter in the early 1950’s. Her
father’s dedication to the Church inspired Sonia to leave a legacy
behind therefore the Hanessian-Kanjian hall was built a few
years ago in the new Diocese Centre. Sonia and Loris were
honoured with the “St Gregory the Illuminator Medal” by His
Holiness Karekin II Catholicos of All Armenians.

Her Christian faith and values inspired her to be a generous and
passionate woman who valued charity work. Her generosity led

her to helping Armenian families in need for many years,
through the Red Cross in Yerevan. Additionally, she was one of
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the founding members with a group of ladies who joined forces
to create the Armenian Rest Home Association. She then joined
the board as the Vice Chairman and built a new nursing home
for the Armenian community, named the Alexander Nursing
home, in Brookvale, Sydney.

Sonia was a hardworking and humble woman who valued
family, friends and the love of her community. Her charismatic
nature was magnetic and she would light up the room with her
vibrant personality. She was loving, caring and supportive in all
facets of her life. She will be forever missed but never
forgotten, as our memories of her live on forever.

Sunday 2 April - Palm Sunday — Christ’s entry into Jerusalem was celebrated
News through Holy Mass by Reverend Father Miuron Avedisian. In his sermon,
Father Miuron wished the congregation that the humility of this

commemoration would inspire and bless them with joy. As this day is
recognised as a day for the children, the children who were present with
their parents, came forward before the Holy Altar. They received the priest’s blessing and balloons were handed
out to each of them, adding to the cheerful atmosphere.

During this interval, vestments and altar curtains were blessed, which were donated by Mr and Mrs Rosdom and
Sossie Shahinian; the church chairs, donated by Mrs Arsho Tahmizian; a ceremonial pot to be used during the
‘Washing of the Disciples Feet’ service, donated by Mr Vazken Yegenian; and candelabras, donated by Shoushig
and Vartoug Meguerditchian. May the offerings be pleasing before Almighty God.

The final service of the day was the ‘Trnpatsek’ service, which concluded with the invoking knocks referencing
the knocking on the gates of heaven. During his sermon, Father Miuron prayed the congregation’s lives be
blessed with sun-filled days.

Thursday 6 April — Maundy Thursday — With a large
congregation in attendance, Fr Miuron commemorated
our Lord Jesus Christ’s Last Supper - the Institution of
Holy Mass. He later conducted the “Washing of the
Disciples’ Feet’ service, demonstrating Christ’s
humility in washing the feet of His disciples during the
last supper. Father Miuron washed the feet of 12
Sunday School students as well as other young
community children, who all experienced Christ’s
presence during the reverent ceremony.

Prior to the Khavaroum/Night Vigil, after accepting
the traditional blessed sachets of butter, the

~ %8 During the Khavaroum vigil, 12 candles were lit representing
the apostles of which one was black to represent Judas with one
larger candle centred on the altar. Following each Gospel
reading, one candle would be snuffed out, leaving only the large
candle lit, Jesus remaining on his own, representing his
abandonment by the apostles. The stirring hymn, “Oor Es
Mayrig” was sung with sorrowful contemplation, whilst knots
tied in strings were secured as bracelets on the wrists of the
faithful parishioners, and the day’s message of humility
delivered, they ensured all a renewed devotion to a holy life, as
1 all made their way home.

Saturday 8 April - Easter Eve, Jrakalouyts — An episcopal Divine Lituey was celebrated by His Eminence Arch-

bishop Haigazoun Najarian and homily delievered in which he stated the hope in the mystery of the Resurrection
of Christ and the life-giving message of the Resurrection encouraging all who were present. He urged the



community faithful remain steadfast in keeping our national and spiritual values. The Archbishop also expressed
his appreciation and joy for the large number of people present.

Archbishop Najarian made his way to the Batmanian hall in a procession, where he performed the traditional
home blessing ceremony. He then participated in the popular "Easter Eve Khtman Dinner" organised under his
patronage.

Sunday 9 April - Easter, the Glorious Resurrection of
Christ — With the church filled to capacity, Fr
Miuron Avedisian celebrated Holy Mass. During an
interval Fr Miuron read the Easter Message of His
Holiness Karekin II Supreme Patriarch and
Catholicos of All Armenians, which commenced |
with the explicit question, “But when the Son of
Man comes, will He find faith on the earth?” Fr
Miuron exalted the resurrected Saviour, proclaiming
“Christ has Risen, Blessed is the Resurrection of
Christ.”

At the end of the Divine Liturgy, the congregation
made its way, with the church procession, into the
Batmanian Hall where once again, the Ladies
Auxiliary had prepared and served their fine

hospitality. The traditional havgitakhagh/egg games were played and raffles were drawn and the children
received bags of Easter treats, prepared by Miss Nayiri Sarkissian, on behalf of the Sunday School.

Monday 10 April - Remembrance of the Dead — Father Miuron Avedisian conducted a requiem service in the
Rookwood Cemetery. Blessed be the memory of the righteous.

Friday 14 April — The Annual
General Meeting of the Holy
Trinity Church was held in the
Batmanian Hall with the atten-
dance of Diocesan Council
members and officiated by
Reverend Father Miuron Ave-
disian. The election of Parish
Council members took place
and the new office bearers were
elected to serve.

Sunday 16 April — Second Easter/New Sunday — Father Miuron celebrated Holy Mass and in his sermon, urged the
congregation to not give way to disbelief but to be steadfast believers, as he referenced the joy and glory of the
risen Lord had resonated in the souls of the apostles, except Thomas, who expected tangible proof to reinforce his
faith. The Lord suddenly appeared in the upper room to establish and to reinforce their faith.

Sunday 23 April — Sunday of the World Church/Green Sunday — Father Miuron celebrated Holy Mass and, in his
sermon, highlighted the institution of the first church, in the upper room, referring it to as a chapel, a martyr’s
dwelling, honouring the martyred apostles. With reference to the church, it was called Green, symbolising the
eternal, as our Lord Christ, who will guide our lives to eternity. Christ led the believers to live a holy life, to lead
them to eternity.

the Hanrapetutyun Party, Mr Aram Sarkissian, laid carnations. The young member of ‘
the SDHP Harout Okjian delivered his address before the event concluded. RERESE

the Armenian Genocide commemoration in the Batmanian Hall. A prayer service was conducted dedicated to the
holy martyrs afore the Khachkar on the grounds of the Holy Trinity Church.

“Hayortik”. The event concluded with Father Miuron’s benediction.

Glendale resident Mrs Kathryn Yessayan, accompanied by her

Friday 14 April, the Primate Archbishop Haigazoun Najarian arrived in Auckland in the evening from Sydney for
the purpose of celebrating the Easter Divine Liturgy.

Saturday 15 April, the Archbishop accompanied by St Gregory the Illuminator Church Parish Council, Zvartnotz

“You are
today’s apostles, who will
preserve the church. Review

your commitment and make

this day your day of renewal, so that the fire of Christianity will continue to burn in the souls of you and your
children”, instructed the Archbishop.

In the adjacent hall, light refreshments were served following Holy Mass. The ladies of the community had
prepared the traditional coloured eggs. Although it was one week after Easter, it did not affect the enjoyable
atmosphere which it created. The community members, of all ages, enjoyed each other’s company and left for
their homes satisfied with an enjoyable evening shared.
