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Wednesday 3 June - At the invitation of the New South Wales
Ecumenical Council (NSWEC), the periodic meeting of the heads of
Dio cesan member churches was held. This meeting is held twice a year to inform
the heads of churches about the activities of the Council. His Grace

Bishop Vardan Navasardyan was represented by the

NeWS Diocesan Chancellor Deacon Nishan Basmajian who
provided information about the activities of the
Armenian Diocese of Australia and New Zealand,
conveying the blessings of His Grace to those present.
The meeting heard information from all the member churches. The newly appointed General

Secretary Reverend Rod Benson was invited by the newly elected President Reverend Carmel Ieraci, to present
the work of the Council over the past six months, which was greatly appreciated by all the participants.
It is customary to invite a speaker to

these meetings to present an urgent |
issue of interest in the world and that

which is of concern to the Council.

This time, the invited guest was Mr
Michael Kolokossian, Executive
Director of the Armenian National
Committee of Australia (ANC), who
participated  in = the  meeting
accompanied by ANC Committee
member Mr Sebastian Najarian. Mr
Kolokossian ~ gave a  detailed
explanation of the genocidal acts that §
took place in Artsakh giving a
historical account of the inhumane
acts committed by Azerbaijan,
focusing on the desecration to the

ground and conversion of religious & i
and cultural monuments, churches and monasteries to mosques by Azerbaijan, or attributing them to buildings
belonging to Caucasian Albania. He showed satellite images taken before and after the annexation of Artsakh.

The two young men greatly impressed those present with their knowledge, analysis, and spirit
of struggle for justice. They answered many questions accurately and gave convincing reasons.
The meeting unanimously agreed, in cooperation with the Diocese, to support the work of the
ANC in favour of Artsakh and Armenia, especially demanding that the Australian government
support and exert pressure on Azerbaijan to ensure that the cultural and religious heritage
monuments of Artsakh remain intact and to ensure the safe return and settlement of the forcibly

displaced Artsakh Armenians.
Cooperation between the Diocese, Community and Ecumenical Institutions has been a priority of the Diocesan
Council. Today’s meeting of heads of churches was a practical expression of this.

Friday 13 June — The annual Prayer for Christian Unity, initiated by the World Council of Churches in the
Southern Hemisphere, takes place during Pentecost. The event is organised on a state-wide basis by the NSWEC.
This year’s prayer was dedicated to the 1700 anniversary of the Nicene Creed and was organised by the Coptic
Orthodox and Armenian Apostolic Churches at St Anthony and St Paul Coptic Orthodox Church in the suburb of
Guildford. A beautiful service was organised by Reverend Father Avetis Hambardzumyan,



Deacons Boghos Keleshian and Nishan
Basmajian and Coptic priest Father
Youssef Fanous. Deacon Boghos led the
deacons of the Armenian Apostolic
Church, namely Deacons Vartan
Elmasian, Vartan Keoshgerian and Krikor
Setrakian in singing “Ov Hrashali
Nakhahark” and “The Creed of Faith,”
both in Armenian. Then the Creed of
Faith was recited in the Coptic dialect
and in English.

The following scripture passage was read
by Father Youssef Fanous, 1 Corinthians
12:12-20 and the Gospel reading of John
12:14-26 by Very Rreverend Father
Avetis Hambardzumyan.

, Both deacons and the Parish Pastor of the
Ethiopian Orthodox Church also participated and punctuated their ritual with drums and cymbals.

The homily was delivered by His Grace Bishop Daniel, Primate of the Coptic Church.

He said that the First Ecumenical Council in Nicaea was in the year 325 AD. There were many reasons, but the
main reason was the heresy of Arius, born in Libya, year 250 and died in 336, in Constantinople. A Christian
Priest in Alexandria, who believed that “the Son of God (Christ) is not equal to the Father, he went further and
said that the Son of God, is not co-eternal or does not co- exist with the Father. Arius also claimed that Christ is
not divine but a created being. Arius denied that Christ was “of one substance with the Father.”

The reason behind the heresy of Arius was his previous studies under Lucian of Antioch, who introduced him to
suspicious teachings of a Gnostic nature.

Three members of the First Ecumenical Council were elected

to write the Canons, two of them were from the Coptic
Orthodox Church, Pope Alexander the 19" and his deacon
. Athanasius. It is significant to mention that the style of the
writings of the Canons of the First Ecumenical Council was a
similar style of the writings of Athanasius.

The famous Athanasius of Alexandria helped formulate the
original version of the Nicene Creed (325 C.E.).

Arius based his teachings on several Biblical texts.

Based on Arius’s above teachings, a great division arose and
shook the whole church and the Roman Empire.

Pope Alexander the 19" and the twenty Coptic Orthodox
Bishops and Deacon Athanasiusplayed a significant role in
defending the sound faith even before the First Ecumenical
Council. Pope Alexander together with 36 Bishops and 44
deacons including Athanasius, called a Synod for the church
of Alexandria in the year 320 A.D, and the Synod
unanimously agreed on the condemnation of Arius and
signed a document to this effect.

As churches, to keep the sound faith of Nicaea, we need to

endure anything even the external persecution against us.




Church Leaders must pay a very significant attention to have a very strong monastic movement and educate the

monks in sound doctrine. Saint Anthony the founder of Monasticism went to Alexandria two times to support
the sound doctrine and to support Pope Athanasius against Arius.

Church Leaders must pay substantial efforts to have a very strong monastic movement for Nuns and consecrated
sisters, and educate them the sound doctrine. Arius convinced 700 virgins and consecrated sisters to follow his
wrong teachings.

For the unity of Churches, it is very significant for Church Leaders to have a direct and continuous
communication with each other.

For the Unity of the Churches, the Church Leaders need to meet on a regular basis, in a roundtable, to share the
challenges facing the Church. It is significant to
have regular meetings between the Churches and
their representatives, to have one mind in the
topic that divides the Church, the Ecumenical
Councils can help in this dimension. As well,
representatives of Churches must include the
youth. In today’s world, there are many Atheists,
Agnostics, and non-believers. Our mission Is to
bring them into the loving embrace of Christ so
that all may become one flock under one
Shepherd.

Beloved brothers and sisters in Christ,

Today, as we commemorate the 1700 Anniver-
sary of the Nicene Creed, we are reminded of the
profound truth that unites us: “We believe in one J
God, the Father Almighty...”

May God bless each of you, may Christ dwell richly among us, and may the Holy Spirit guide us ever closer to

perfect unity in His love. Amen.

Immediately after the joint prayer, the traditional fundraising dinner took place in the adjacent hall, organised by
the NSWEC Fundraising Commission, whose chairman for the past seven years is Deacon Nishan Basmajian. Of
the 180 attendees, 50 were Armenians, including Reverend Fathers Avetis Hambardzumyan, Miuron Avedisian,
Ashot Abrahamyan, as well as Reverend Krikor Youmshajekian. Bishop Vardan Navasardyan was represented by
the Vice-Chairman of the Diocesan Council Mr
Stepan Kerkyasharian.

After Deacon Nishan’s welcome speech, Father
Shenouda Mansour blessed the table, which was
lavishly laden with Middle Eastern cuisine.

The evening was hosted by the newly appointed
President of the Ecumenical Council Reverend
Carmel Ieraci of the Uniting Church.

It is customary to invite a speaker to these
fundraising dinners. This year it was Reverend Dr
Rod Benson, the newly appointed General
Secretary of the Ecumenical Council. In his
speech, Reverend Benson chose the topic “The
Path of Unity.” He asked what was meant by
Ecumenism. “Simply put, Ecumenism is a




worldwide movement towards Christian unity and cooperation between different Christian cultures and
denominations. The movement aims to overcome Church Divisions, to heal their wounds and to work together in
faith, prayer and the preaching of the gospel.”

76 years ago, in 1949, a new world had just emerged from the bloodshed and chaos of World War II, when the
Anglican theologian Oliver Tomkins wrote... ‘Simply stated, ecumenism is a global movement toward Christian
unity and cooperation among the various traditions and denominations of the Christian Church. The movement
seeks to overcome divisions.”

He then quoted Christ’s prayer in John 17:21 later believe, in many places and through the centuries up to our
own time, and he further prays, “May they all be one, as you, Father, are in me and I in you. May they also be in
us, so that the world may believe you sent me’.

Continuing, he said, “So the call to pray together, and worship together, and serve together comes from the
mouth of Christ and the heart of God. That essential unity was increasingly hard to discern as time passed, and
the recovery of that spirit of unity is what inspired the twentieth-century ecumenical movement.” Together we
are better.

The text of Reverend Rod’s speech can be read in the English section of this issue.

This year the two youth representatives who delivered their addresses
were Deacon Boghos Keleshian (Armenian Apostolic Church) and
Miss Toota Girgis (Coptic Orthodox Church).

In his speech Deacon Boghos mentioned:

In his work “Azkabadoom” (National History), Patriarch Malachia
Ormanian writes the following: “From its beginnings, Christianity
developed as the form of a collective body and that collective unity
was named church which is a meeting or crowd/congregation, united
and linked not only with a doctrine, but also with the crucial elements
of worship, customs, and rule”.

I often wonder about the theological differences among Christian

churches and one question I'd like to pose for you to reflect on is that
if our hearts are hardened and our love is decreased toward our
brother, in contrary to the second greatest commandment, due to

The process of planning and
specifying future steps and tasks.
The meeting was constructive, aimed
at the modernisation of Diocesan life,
and the establishment of a more systematic and efficient level of spiritual service.

Saturday 21 June — The Concert Hall at The Concourse in Chatswood was filled to capacity with spectators who
had come to celebrate the 25* anniversary of
the founding of the Hamazkaine Sydney Dance
Ensemble. During the evening, 175 dancers
from 4 to 18+ years of age presented
magnificent dance performances. The folk
dances of Kochari of Alashkert, Armeni Bar,
Tsirani, Qamin Zana, Totik, Lorke, Msho
Aghchik, Karin - Finjan, Nino, Hayastan,
Tamzara, Artsakhi Tsnount Em, Erkir Nayiri
were performed. Mrs Zani Nazarian-Okgian
captivated the audience with her recitation,
reciting “The Dance of the Sasuntsis”.

The management of the Ensemble had the
beautiful idea of inviting Hamazkaine Arshak
and Sophie Galstaun College students to take part in the program. 64 students, led by teacher Mrs Betty

Marashlian and conductor Perry Minassian, performed a series of Armenian songs to thunderous applause from

the audience.
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Alongside representatives of Armenian organisations, His Grace Vardan Navasardyan was represented by
Reverend Father Avetis Hambardzumyan. Reverend Father Miuron Avedisian and Reverend Father Ashot
Abrahamyan were also present. Mrs Hanriet
Andriasian Chairwoman of the Ensemble’s
Advisory Board and Mr Kevork Vartanian
Chairman of the Hamazkaine Regional
Committee delivered their words of appreciation.

MESSAGE OF HIS GRACE BISHOP VARDAN NAVASARDYAN
ON THE 25™ ANNIVERSARY OF
THE HAMAZKAINE SYDNEY DANCE ENSEMBLE (ASDC)

When we look through the By-Laws of the Hamazkaine Armenian Educational and Cultural Association, we
come across the following simple yet profound and compelling statement regarding the purpose of Hamazkaine:
“The goal of HAMAZKAINE is to preserve, develop and spread Armenian culture and education, with the
mission of the survival of Armenia and all Armenians.”

Wednesday 25 June — The topic of the 41* online lecture organised by the Diocesan Centre was “Church-State
Relations and the Current Issues.” The guest presenter was His Eminence Archbishop Arshak Khachatryan,
Chancellor of the Mother See of
Holy Etchmiadzin.

His Eminence gave a  brief
explanation of the centuries-old
relationship between the Mother
See and the State, as well as the
gradually deteriorating relations
after  Prime  Minister = Nikol
Pashinyan came to power. On the
same day, the arrest occurred of the
leader of the “Holy Struggle”
movement, His Eminence
Archbishop Bagrat Galstanyan, and
some of his followers.

Archbishop Khachatryan provided a
historical account of how relations gradually deteriorated with the removal of the subject of the History of the

Armenian Church from the educational curriculum in 2019, other educational issues, accusations against Holy
Etchmiadzin and the church in general for not fulfilling their tax obligations, accusations that the church is
meddling in politics which it should not do, accusations that the church is corrupt, that the clergy are
blasphemers, and so on. The Archbishop expressed this to be a lie and said that the church fulfils all its tax
obligations on time. It remains exempt from taxes for those properties that have a worship significance, for
example, holy places that have a history of hundreds or thousands of years. He explained that the church does not
enter politics, but its mission is to present demands for the security and well-being of its people and cannot
remain silent for the well-being of its nation and people. About corruption, he said that these are pure
propaganda slogans that have been thrown out into the open without facts. Everything is open to the state for
inspection. That the clergy are profane, he said even though some clergy have made mistakes as human beings,
but no criminal charges have been filed against anyone.

Archbishop Khachatryan said that clergymen make mistakes, that is natural, but a clergyman must be
DIFFERENT and strive for perfection. Therefore, the goal of this government is to devalue the mission of the
church. The Archbishop did not find these statements accidental given that ten days ago, the spiritual leader of
Azerbaijan, Allahshukur Pashazade declared that Etchmiadzin is a threat to the region.

Archbishop Khachatryan confirmed that in
these difficult days, when the country is
threatened by war, the government, instead
of uniting the nation, is after dividing it and
its goal is to present the church as an anti-
state structure. The Prime Minister is
showing hatred through public propaganda.
The mission of the church is to uphold the
dignity of the people.

The Archbishop advised the Diaspora
Armenian communities to maintain their
connection with the homeland and remind
the state that they are not the masters of the
country but its servants, whose duty is to develop it; otherwise, if they are unable to do so, they should resign.

He then went on to answer some questions from the participants.




The Primate His Grace Bishop Vardan
Navasardyan, who was still in Holy
Etchmiadzin, delivered a closing message
where he expressed gratitude to Archbishop
Khachatryan, all the participants, and all
those who made this event a success.
Speaking about Archbishop Khachatryan, he
said that His Eminence is the most
knowledgeable and experienced person in
church-state relations because he has been
involved in these matters since year 2000.
Bishop Navasardyan, giving a historical

overview of the Armenian church-Armenian
kings relations, said that there have been disagreements only when the church has been a pioneer in preserving
national values and has raised its voice for those values, something that is its own mission. His Grace clearly
explained that the Armenian clergy serves Christ through the people. The feelings of the people belong to the
church, as well as their difficulties, therefore the church has an obligation to speak out for those difficulties and
work for their solution. He advised that the Australian-Armenian community should have its role and not be
indifferent to Armenia and the Armenian Church, “because we are the church. We have a duty to pray for our
homeland and ask the Lord for wisdom for the leadership of our country in their service,” concluded the Bishop.
He then closed the evening with a prayer, after which he set off for Sydney a few hours later.

2001 until today — Chancellor of the Mother See of Holy Etchmiadzin.

2003-2005 — Lecturer at the Gevorkian Spiritual Seminary on the subjects of
"Interpretation of the Old Testament", "Moral of the Saints" and "Church Music". In !
2004, he was the representative of the Mother See in the National Assembly of the
Republic of Armenia.

Since 2004, he is a member of the Supreme Spiritual Council.

His Eminece is author of three books.

Saturday 28 June — From 3.00-7.00 p.m.,
the Diocesan Assembly convened under
the presidency of the Primate His Grace
Bishop Vardan Navasardyan in the
Edgarian Hall of the Holy Resurrection

Church, with the participation of 39 out of

45 delegates. The Assembly elected its
officers as follows: Mr. Arek Yapoudjian,
Chairman, Mrs Lala Der Garabedian
Secretary (English), Mr. George Najarian
Secretary (Armenian). Mrs Alice Bakla and
Mr Harout Okgian were elected for the
Resolution Committee. Observers and

representatives of youth auxiliaries were

also invited to participate in the meeting. Reverend Father Khacher Harutyunyan read the Letter of Blessing of
His Holiness Karekin II Catholicos of All Armenians.
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The meeting ratified the minutes of the previous Assembly, the activity report of His Eminence Archbishop
Haigazoun Najarian over the nine-month period, the =
May 2024-May 2025 annual report of the Diocesan
Council, as well as the 2024 financial report and the
2025 budget. The Assembly elected and confirmed
the accounting and auditing companies for the 2025
financial year. Responding to the proposal of His

Grace, the Assembly unanimously agreed to extend
the period of office of the outgoing Diocesan Council
for one year, until 16-17 May 2026, when the next
Diocesan Assembly will be convened in Melbourne.

A press release was issued in which the Assembly

expressed its concern over the actions taken by the authorities against the Mother Church and Holy Etchmiadzin
in recent days and confirmed that the current situation could expose Armenia to great internal and external
dangers, opening the door to irreversible situations. We publish below the press release in full.

MEDIA RELEASE — ANNUAL DIOCESAN ASSEMBLY OF
THE ARMENIAN DIOCESE OF AUSTRALIA AND NEW ZEALAND
28 June 2025

On Saturday 28 June 2025, the Annual Diocesan Assembly of the Diocese of the Armenian Church of
Australia and New Zealand was held in the Diocese’s Holy Resurrection Mother Church and online under the
presidency of the Primate, His Grace Bishop Vardan Navasardyan, with the chairmanship by Mr Arek
Yapoudjian and the participation of delegates which included the Diocese’s clergy, Diocesan Council,
members of the Parish Councils, representatives of youth auxiliaries and observers.

The Assembly commenced with prayer, after which the letter of blessing of His Holiness Karekin II, Supreme
Patriarch and Catholicos of All Armenians was read. The Assembly delegates examined and ratified the
annual activity reports of the Diocesan Council (May 2024 - May 2025), the 2024 financial reports and 2025
budget after which the accountant and auditor were appointed for the following year.

Upon the proposal of the Primate and the unanimous approval of the Assembly, it was agreed the Diocesan
Council will continue its activities for a period of one year, until the next election of members.

The Assembly delegates approved the nominated representatives and alternate candidates of the Diocese of
Australia and New Zealand for the National Ecclesiastical Assembly to be held in the Mother See of Holy
Etchmiadzin in 2026.

The delegates expressed their deep concern over the actions taken by the Armenian authorities against the
Mother Cathedral and Holy Etchmiadzin in recent days and confirmed that the current situation could expose
Armenia to great internal and external dangers, opening the door to irreversible situations. It is necessary to
make every effort to prevent the situations. It is necessary to make every effort to prevent the emergence of
such dangerous conditions. The Diocesan Assembly called on the representatives of the Armenian authorities
to immediately stop such ugly public statements discrediting Holy Etchmiadzin and the Armenian Church
and to reflect on the irreplaceable centuries-old role of our Church in the mission of preserving the people of
our nation and our identity. It is unacceptable to enter Holy Etchmiadzin and Armenian holy places with the
use of brute force and to use force against the servants of the Church.

The Diocesan Assembly of the Armenian Diocese of Australia and New Zealand expresses its allegiance to the
Mother See of Holy Etchmiadzin and His Holiness the Catholicos of All Armenians and prays that the issues
that have arisen will promptly be resolved so we may all engage in the God-pleasing work of building and

enlightening the Homeland and the Holy Church in an atmosphere of cooperation and love.

Sunday 29 June — His Grace Bishop Navasardyan celebrated
his Inaugural Divine Liturgy at the Church of the Holy
Resurrection with the participation of several hundred
community faithful. Reverend Fathers Avetis and Father
Ashot were the attendants. His Grace was led in the church by
a procession of deacons, scribes, and the Lousavorich Choir
from the Diocesan Centre. During the Liturgy, Father
Hambardzumyan, in a special ritual ceremony, presented His
Grace with the Diocesans crozier “Asa”

For his first sermon, Bishop Navasardyan chose the Bible
verse: “For not by law, but by grace” Romans 6:14.

“Today the fathers of the Armenian Apostolic Holy Church
have prescribed that this passage of the Holy Scripture be
read, where Jesus and the Apostle Paul speak about the law
saying, “We are no longer under the law, but under grace.”

In Matthew 12, Jesus was walking on the Sabbath when his
disciples were hungry and plucked heads of grain from the
field to eat. They were criticised by the Pharisees for not
keeping God's law and accusing Jesus of breaking it.

Jesus rebuked them and said that the law was for man, and the
disciples were hungry for peace, love, devotion, tolerance and

reconciliation, and Jesus had come to satisfy this hunger.

The law was established by God to organise our lives. However, people went to extremes in fulfilling the law,

keeping the letter of the law and leaving the content aside. And Jesus came to the world to emphasise that the
spirit and content of that law were more important. He especially emphasised that we are freed from sin because
we had become sons of grace.

Yesterday, our church commemorated the feast of St Nerses the Great, a great patriarch who lived in the 4*

century. He is the greatest reformer of our church. What did Nerses the Great do? He went after the needs of his
people. He founded hospitals and orphanages, took the word of God to his people, to the needy, organised the
canons, laws, and discipline of our church, and established and illustrated the mission of Jesus and the church he
founded. And what did the Armenian Church do in the life of the Armenian people, if not to take on the God-
pleasing mission of meeting the needs of the people, making the Gospel its motto. The Church spoke about
Justice, holiness, and truth to its people. It spoke about the fact that the tragedy that has occurred in the life of
our nation will be overcome by the resurrection of the Lord and with victory. So death is followed by
resurrection, Genocide is even followed by the surviving Diaspora.

Therefore, the law was established by the Lord so that we might understand and taste the grace of love
established by the Lord.

The law is transformed into grace and love is manifested in our lives and daily living. Through love, grace

becomes Christ and through Christ, it is the presence of God that radiates from within us in. We all serve in that
grace.

As the humble successor of the two Primates of blessed memory, Archbishop Karekin Kazanjian and Archbishop

Aghan Baliozian, and the worthy Primate, Archbishop Haigazoun Najarian, I will undertake the same mission by
reaching our institutions, schools, spiritual centres and the entire church body, maintaining the national soul.

The grace of the Holy Spirit will blow like a breeze to the source of our believers, in order to revive the

Armenian spirit, souls, comfort the wounded hearts of Armenians, to strengthen and renew faith when it is in

doubt at any stage of our lives. Christ will work by the grace of his Holy Spirit.

This will be the focus of my ministry.

Here I would Iike to tell a little story. A spiritual pastor was appointed to serve a community. In his sermon at the
first Mass, he says: "I have come to for this, and this and this mission, but I have two pieces of news, one good, the



other bad. The good news is that I have come to serve you, to bring you the word of the Lord, to gather you In
this church and to enlighten it. And the bad news? The faithful ask. The bad news, he responds, I will do all these
with you, with your experience, with your dedication, with your participation in service..."

You have called me to the humble office of Primate. May God guide me. By the directive of Holy Etchmiadzin,
His Holiness the Supreme Patriarch sent me here. It is you who will help me to always stand. When my knees get
tired, with your strength, faith and love I will stand up and walk together with you. Alone, I can do nothing. 1
know my own strength well. I am weak, but at the same time strong, because I have such a loving community,
such a united family, so together we can walk through all the trials and difficulties that will inevitably occur in
our lives. When we have losses, we will bring more abundant fruit with new gains. This will be through work
and service, through the service of witnessing to the Word of God. This will be yours and my true spiritual
communion. We seek happiness in our lives, whether in personal, family, work, community, church, or national
life. We want our lives to be more powerful. Our Lord has given us the answer to this secret. The answer is to
resolve difficulties in all areas of our lives by consulting God.

In this inaugural sermon, I owe a debt of gratitude to His Holiness Karekin II Catholicos of All Armenians, who
confirmed and appointed me as the Primate of the Diocese and the Pontifical Legate to India and the Far East. My
deep gratitude to the Diocesan Council headed by Chairman Mr Sarkis Der Bedrossian and the supportive
brothers and sisters who worked hard so that we could enjoy this blessed
day together. These are the worthy Council members of this Diocese, who
are ready to lay down their self; honour and life for the true purpose of
Jesus for this community and the Diocese.

My appreciation to the Parish Council of Holy Resurrection Church for "
today’s smooth running of organisational matters, especially to Chairman
Mr Ara Kopoushian, who ensured arrangements were meticulously &
executed to keep the Primate happy during these first few days. Thank you =
to the members of the diaconate and choir, led by Deacon Vartan Elmasian. 3
Special thanks are also extended to the Parish Pastor of the Holy [N
Resurrection Church and my spiritual brother Reverend Father Avetis
Hambardzumyan and church’s supporting clergy with whom I had the
experience of serving years ago. And now, we will continue to do the same.

Finally, thank you to all the faithful community, my sisters and brothers,
who prayed with me and
witnessed that I took the
episcopal rosary in my hands
to serve you."

With these words, His Grace
concluded his heartfelt sermon.

After the Divine Liturgy, a requiem service was held for the
repose of the souls of Archbishops Karekin and Aghan of blessed
memory, after which the faithful had the opportunity to approach
the new Primate to kiss his right hand.

Bishop Navasardyan was then led to the Diocesan Centre in a
procession to the hymn “Son of Zion” and blessed the faithful
along the way.

A reception was held in the Diocesan Centre hosted by the Ladies
Guild, during which time the Chairman of the Diocesan Council,
Vice-chairman, and some representatives of community

organisations wished His Grace well in his mission.



SPEECH BY REV DR ROD BENSON

TO NSW ECUMENICAL COUNCIL FUNDRAISING DINNER

Coptic Orthodox Church, Guildford, Sydney
Fridav 13 Tune 2025

Esteemed bishops, ministers, pastors, priests, deacons, members of religious orders, sisters and brothers in Christ,
ladies and gentlemen:

It is a wonderful privilege to serve you as General Secretary of the NSW Ecumenical Council, and it gives me
great joy to share this excellent dinner with you, hosted by the Council in partnership with the Coptic Orthodox
Church and the Armenian Apostolic Church.

My executive committee has asked me to speak to you tonight on the grand theme of “The Path to Unity.”

You may be asking, what is ecumenism? Simply stated, ecumenism is a global movement toward Christian unity
and cooperation among the various traditions and denominations of the Christian Church. The movement seeks
to overcome divisions within the Church, heal its wounds, and work together in promoting faith, engaging in
vibrant worship, and engaging in mission. The ecumenical movement celebrates what we all share together
through our love of God, our experience of the grace of Christ, and our fellowship in the Holy Spirit.

Ecumenism is also about respecting our theological and cultural distinctives, and seeking to understand our
various emphases and differences, in order to be more faithful to our God, and more effective in our following of
the Way of Jesus.

Seventy-six years ago, in 1949, as a new world emerged from the bloodbath and chaos of World War II, and the
dying embers of the old world order, the Anglican bishop and theologian Oliver S. Thomkins (1908-1992) wrote
these words:

God has given his people in our days a new insight into what he wants them to do; one fruit of it is the official,
organized ecumenical movement, with the World Council [of Churches] as its chief expression; but the essence of
1t, ecumenicity, is something which happens in the souls of Christians. It is a new understanding of the Body of
Christ, ... a deep spiritual traffic, a bond of spirit so strong that it will not allow to fly apart those who are under
great pressure to become separated. !

We are better together.

Ecumenicity has its origin in the great prayer of Christ, where he sanctifies his faithful disciples by his word of
truth, and sends them out into the world to continue his mission. Then he prays for others who will later believe,
In many places and through the centuries up to our own time, and he further prays, “May they all be one, as you,
Father, are in me and I in you. May they also be in us, so that the world may believe you sent me” (John 17:21).

So the call to pray together, and worship together, and serve together comes from the mouth of Christ and the
heart of God. That essential unity was increasingly hard to discern as time passed, and the recovery of that spirit
of unity is what inspired the twentieth-century ecumenical movement.

We are coming back to it today, when we gather for fellowship and food as we are tonight, and in all the ways in
which we collaborate and participate in Christian unity rather than remain in our separate fortresses, cut off from
each other.

There is much that keeps us apart, and there is much that draws us together. The ecumenical impulse, enlivened
by the will of Christ, and empowered by the breath of the Spirit of God, is to lower the separation barriers, and
strengthen the fellowship we share together as God's redeemed and reconciled people.

We are better together.

I was raised in a Christian tradition that placed great emphasis on teaching the Bible, and prayer, and evan-
gelism. But my tradition also developed rigid rules about maintaining the purity of the church, and dress codes,
which version of the Bible is acceptable, which hymn books are authorised, and other peripheral matters. The
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leaders genuinely feared all other church traditions, and did everything possible to maintain separation from
what they saw as bad theology, bad practice, and different rules.

Sadly, not one of the congregations I knew as a child exists today: in Wollongong city, at Mt Keira in suburban
Wollongong, in Goulburn Street in Sydney’s CBD, and in the Sydney suburbs of Arncliffe, Lidcombe,
Turramurra. All gone.

There are many reasons for the decline and demise of churches and other forms of social engagement. But I am
convinced that if these vanished congregations had developed vital links with their brothers and sisters from
other traditions, so much would be different. And by different, I mean better, God-honouring, spiritually vital,
and missionally effective.

In the mercy of God, I found other Christians, and other church traditions, where ecumenical fellowship was
natural, and where cooperation and unity produced lasting fruit for the glory of God.

None of us is perfect, and no human commuanity, however holy, will be perfect in this veil of tears. But here are
three shifts we can all make, wherever we find ourselves on the path to unity, to overcome our divisions, and
work together, and so capture the essence of ecumenicity for our churches and congregations:

1. A shift from fear to fellowship;

2. A shift from isolation to cooperation;
3. A shift from competition to mission, welcoming the kingdom of God among us, extending its presence in our

communities.

We hear the prayer of Jesus for
Christian unity, we confess our failure to do more to facilitate that unity, and we follow him on the path to
unity.

Please, determine tonight to play your part, to invest your time and resources, in widening the path to unity, and
aligning your Christian community more intentionally with the ecumenical impulse, as together we follow the
Way of Jesus and bring others with us on the great journey to the kingdom of God in its fullness.

PILGRIMAGE TO THE MOTHERLAND AND WESTERN ARMENIA

On May 27, twenty-one pilgrims from the parish of St Mary’s Armenian Church in Melbourne, led by the Parish
Pastor Reverend Father Khacher Harutyunyan, set out on a pilgrimage to Armenia and Western Armenia. This
pilgrimage was not just a journey, but a pilgrimage of spiritual renewal, prayer, and strength.

The pilgrims’ first visit was to the pagan temple of '
Garni, followed by Geghardavank, an unfading

symbol of faith carved into the rock. The group
visited the Tsitsernakaberd memorial complex,
burning incense in memory of the martyrs of the
Armenian Genocide.

The next day, the pilgrims set off for Khor Virap,
located in the heart of the Ararat Valley, where St

converted King Trdat to Christianity. The group,
inspired by the testimony of the Holy Illuminator’s

faith continued their journey to Noravank, a monastery
nestled in the lap of pink rocks, where the language of the
stones still speak of the power of faith. The pilgrims also
visited the ancient site of Areni, and the world-famous
wine-making cave. The day ended in the city of Jermuk
which is nestled in lush nature, surrounded by beautiful
waterfalls.

The next day the group travelled to the Tatev monastery
complex, a majestic monastery, with the road passing
through the world-famous cable car called “Wings of
Tatev”. There, facing the cloudy peaks of the mountains,
the pilgrims experienced the silence of the soul and the
prayer connected with the sky.

The journey was completed with a cruise on Lake Sevan,
accompanied by the sounds of Komitas being performed by
a string quartet.

For the next two days, the pilgrims were hosted in the city
of Gyumri, getting acquainted with the rich culture and

spiritual heritage of the city.

On June 4, the long-awaited visit to Western Armenia began. The first stop was the city of Kars. The majestic
fortress of Kars and the 10th-century Church of the Holy Apostles spoke of the glorious past of the Armenian
people. Then the pilgrims had the opportunity to see the Bayazid Fortress, the Berkri Waterfall and the snow-
capped Mount Ararat with its majestic view.

The next stop was the city of Van. Here, with great joy in their hearts, the group visited Lake Van and its domed
crown, Akhtamar Island. In the Church of the Holy Cross, the prayers rose in silence, and the voice of the prayer,



filled the longing souls for the homeland. The
return journey was very moving, seeing the
Church of the Holy Cross in the distance....

After spending the night in the city of Kars, the
next day, the group of pilgrims visited the ruins of
the glorious Ani, the once “City of a Thousand and
One Churches”, where the stones continue to tell
about the glorious past of the Armenian nation.

On June 7, the group returned to Yerevan.

On June 8, at the Mother See of Holy Etchmiadzin, His
Holiness Karekin II Catholicos of All Armenians received
and blessed the pilgrims with great love, wishing that the
spiritual feats they had made would sustain them and make
them fruitful in their community life.

On June 9, the pilgrims returned to Melbourne, bringing

On Sunday 1 June at 7pm, an Ecumenical Service |
was held at St Lukes Anglican Church to |
commemorate the 1700% anniversary of the
Council of Nicaea. The Anglican, Catholic,
Jacobite, Presbyterian, Methodist and Armenian

Apostolic Churches participated, as did some
churches from the Pacific Islands. The Organising
Committee consisted of representatives of the
Anglican, Catholic, Jacobite Churches, as well as a
representative of the Armenian Apostolic Church,
Deacon Nishan Basmajian.

The service was meticulously prepared under the
leadership of the Church’s Spiritual Pastor, Mrs
Clare Berry. In honour of the Armenian Apostolic
Church, one of the signatories of the Nicene Creed : !

Last year, the Melkite and
Armenian Apostolic Churches had organised the
gathering in the Melkite Church, and had handed
the Gospel over to the Anglican pastor. Therefore,
the custom continued and the Gospel was passed
on to Colin Marshall, Moderator of the Northern
Region of the Presbyterian Church.
