Sydney, NSW — History was made on Friday as more than 50 Christian leaders, from archbishops to pastors, and
from charities to ministries, came together at NSW Parliament House for the official launch of the Christian Alliance
Council of NSW, standing united in Christ alongside the state’s civic leaders.

The event was hosted by The Hon. Steve Kamper MP, Minister for Mul4culturalism, Jobs and Tourism, Sport, Lands
and Property, and Patron of the Council.

Minister Kamper warmly welcomed all attendees, acknowledging the significance of the occasion: “The power of
faith can move mountains... Our state is made stronger by Christians.”

Distinguished guests included The Hon. Chris Minns MP, Premier of NSW; The Hon. Mark Speakman MP, Leader of
the Opposition; and The Hon. Tony Abbot AC, former Prime Minister of Australia, alongside political leaders from
across the spectrum.

Premier Chris Minns commended the gathering, staging:

“In NSW, we rightly celebrate many important religious traditions. Yet while most people in our state are Christian,
this faith must not be forgotten. Today’s gathering is a wonderful and long overdue celebration of our Christian
heritage.”

Leaders from Catholic, Orthodox, Anglican, Presbyterian, Salvation Army, Protestant, and Evangelical traditions,
including Baptist, Uniting Church, and Australian Christian Churches, were joined by representatives from key
charities and organisations such as Mission Australia, St Vincent de Paul, Catholic Schools NSW, Australian Catholic
University, NSW Council of Churches, NSW Ecumenical Council, Hope Media, and Youth Alive.

Mr Paul Sedrak, Event Coordinator, reflected on the milestone:

“Today marks a historic unity of Christian, political, and community leaders. In Jesus Christ, what unites us is far
greater than what divides us.”

A moving highlight was the opening prayer led by HE Bishop Antoine-Charbel Tarabay O.L.M. of the Maronite
Catholic Church, who recited the Lord’s Prayer in Aramaic, the language of Jesus evoking a powerful sense of unity
and sacred tradidon.

Additional reflections included a Scripture reading from Major Robyn Black, Salvation Army Divisional Commander
NSW/ACT, and Rev. Faaimata (Mata) Hiliau, Moderator of the Uniting Church NSW/ACT.

Inspiring addresses followed from Anglican Archbishop Kanishka Raffel of Sydney, Bishop Anthony Randazzo of the
Catholic Diocese of Broken Bay, Pastor Andrew Harper, and Pastor Ben Irawan of the Christian Alliance Council,
culminating in a concluding prayer by Pastor Mark and Pastor Darlene Zschech, State President of the Australian
Christian Churches NSW/ACT.

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A JOURNEY OF MUSIC, MEMORY, AND MEANING:

REFLECTIONS FROM ARMENIA

Dear Readers,

With the encouragement of the Anglican Reverend Father Ivica Gregurek of New
Zealand, Mr. Steven Rainbow, the Human Rights Defender of New Zealand, himself
a lover of sacred music like Father Ivica, contacted Deacon Nishan and Honorary
Consul Hagop Yeldezian, who ‘entrusted” him to the ‘care” of Bishop Vardan
Navasardyan, while he was still in Etchmiadzin. The Bishop received the guest with
unprecedented respect and provided high-quality care. Other details are in Mr.

As New Zealand’s Chief Human Rights Commissioner, I was recently privileged to attend a conference on Al and
Human Rights in one of the Gulf States. After such a long journey, I decided to take a short personal trip
somewhere nearby after the conference finished.

Drawn by a lifelong fascination with sacred music, I chose Armenia. I had no idea how deeply that choice would
impact me. In fifty years of travel, I have never visited a place where history, culture, and music are so
profoundly intertwined—and where music is so present in daily life.

The Power of Memory

On my first day, I was welcomed by a New Zealander living in Armenia, Len Wicks, with his Armenian wife
Armine. They took me to the Armenian Genocide Memorial. Among the many deeply moving elements, one
stood out: a chilling quote from Hitler— “Who, after all, remembers the Armenians?”. Among the many lessons I
took away was the fact that war provided a cover for the most appalling atrocities in the twentieth century.

A Sacred Soundtrack

Over the following days, I had the extraordinarily good
fortune of being shown around by His Grace Bishop
Vardan Navasardyan. We visited Garni, where we
encountered a group of young women from several
different countries singing in the temple. It was a
deeply moving moment in a stunning natural setting.

But nothing prepared me for what followed: a visit to
the Geghard Monastery, where Bishop Vardan had
arranged a performance by the Luys Vocal Quintet. =5
They sang in the fourth-century chapel as twilight L I o
descended—a truly once-in-a-lifetime experience. The &= "

Bishop himself joined in for several songs, adding to the sense of awe and Wonder




Weekend in Areni

That weekend I travelled to Areni,
staying with Len and Armine at
their Areni Lodge. On Sunday, we
journeyed to the Tatev Monastery,
where I was privileged to witness
the Divine Liturgy and receive a
blessing from Archbishop Abraham
Mkrdchyan.

Back in Areni, we dined at the
vineyard of Hovakim Sagatelyan, a

Chernobyl survivor. One of the .
most unforgettable moments of the trip was walking through his cellar by candlelight, listening to Armenian
sacred music—an atmosphere that was deeply spiritual.

History and Heritage

The next day, we visited the stunning Noravank Monastery,
perhaps my favourite monastery of the trip. Its dramatic
natural setting, combined with the careful restoration of its
chapel after Soviet-era neglect, made a stunning impression.

Back in Yerevan, I was given a personal lecture on the history
of Armenian music at the Matenadaran (the manuscript
repository), followed by a visit to the Komitas Museum. There,
after Bishop Vardan and I spoke about the often-melancholic
nature of Armenian music, he gave a spontaneous
performance—joyful songs accompanied by piano—to prove =
that Armenian music can be filled with light as well as sorrow.

A Divine Choir

The highlight of my trip came that evening, when I was able to
attend a rehearsal of the «<Hover» State Chamber Choir at the
Opera House. Words fail to describe how deeply I was moved.
As we departed, I was asked to say a few words—and struggled
to hold back tears. Hearing that divine choir was among the

most wonderful experiences of my life.

The Music of the Everyday

In Yerevan, music is everywhere—in the streets, and even in the musical fountains of Republic Square. I had
hoped to buy a duduk, only to learn it is far more difficult to play than it looks!

Armenia’s history is ever-present, too—from echoes of its Soviet past in the form of Russian vehicles and
crumbling apartment blocks, to the deep pride its people take in their culture, faith, and music.



Looking Forward

I am deeply grateful to Deacon Nishan Basmajian
and the Honorary Consul Hagop Yeldezian for their
assistance prior to my visit, and to His Grace Bishop
Vardan, Primate of the Diocese of the Armenian
Church of Australia and New Zealand —now finally
back in Sydney—for being such a generous and
inspiring host. On my last day, he even took me to
see the beautiful Lake Sevan.

Every Armenian I met made a genuine effort to
share their story, their heritage, and their music. I've
already begun encouraging friends and colleagues to
learn more about Armenia or to visit if they can.

I intend to return and next time will make sure I get
to experience Divine Liturgy at Holy Etchmiadzin.
In the meantime, Komitas is on my Spotify playlist,
often accompanying me on my morning walk to
work.

Armenia will always be in my heart, and I remain

profoundly grateful for the extraordinary experiences I had in this remarkable country.
