Armenian Scholar) No. 4
Armenological Development
Competition at the Nalban-
dian Hall of Hamazkaine Galstaun College. This was the fourth competition since

2002 organised by the “Badani Hayaked” Committee operating under the

Hamazkaine Australia Regional Committee.
This year’s theme was ARTSAKH. The event began with the Armenia and Artsakh
national anthems and a moment of silence in honour of the victims of the Artsakh wars. After the opening
remarks by Mesdames Alice Manoogian and Anna Chokekjian, Mrs Chokekjian took the stage and explained the
procedure before the competition began.
11-12 year old students from six Armenian schools participated: AGBU Alexander School, Hamazkaine Arshak
and Sophie Galstaun College, Hamazkaine Tarkmanchatz School, Hamazkaine Toomanian School, Hamazkaine
Serop Papazian School and Hamazkaine Mesrob Mashdots-Mateosian School (Melbourne). The students were
divided into four teams by drawing lots: Hawk (Pazeh), Dove (Aghavni), Eagle (Ardziv) and Swallow
(Dzidzernag), each group consisting of six students, one student from each school.
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The adjudicating panel consisted of Mrs Alin Marashlian-Keyvanyan, Messrs Assadour Shougayan and Arek
Yapoudjian. The questions were related to the history, dialect, customs, food, and spiritual world of Artsakh. The
hundreds of attendees and a small number of those who watched the live broadcast were enriched with new
knowledge about Artsakh, as testified in their words by His Grace Bishop Navasardyan and Mr Shougayan. The
fact that the participating students were determined to return Artsakh to the Armenians and Artsakh people to
return to the Artsakh created great enthusiasm. As Mrs Chokekjian noted, today’s determined youth is

tomorrow’s determined leader.

The competition ended with the victory of the “Dzidzernag” team (62 points). The Eagle team received 58, the
Hawk team received 51, and the Dove team received 50. The organising committee awarded all participants with
special certificates.



Two artists who visited Sydney on the 25% anniversary of the Hamazkaine Armenian Sydney Dance Ensemble,
Honored Artist of Armenia, Kamo Seyranyan (Duduk and clarinet) and singer Seda Seyranian enriched the
atmosphere with music and quality songs, performed and encouraged the audience to join in a dance of Armenian
Shourchbar.

At the end of the program, the adjudicators, Mr Assadour Shougayan and Mrs Alin Marashlian spoke, expressing
their appreciation to everyone who played a role in the success of this magnificent event. The Chairman of
Hamazkaine Regional Committee, Mr Kevork Vartanian, was invited to the stage and appreciated the choice of
the subject, the principals of all the schools, the participating youth and the organising committee, and the school
teachers for their unconditional support. After congratulating the winning team, he said, “... but the real winner
was Armenian culture and the Armenian school.” Addressing the students, Mr Vartanian confirmed that by
participating in Badani Hayaked, the door to future activities in favour of the Armenian nation opens before
them, including the return of Artsakh to its owner, the \\\\\\ 2
Armenian nation. “This competition is an incentive to develop =3
your Armenian language skills and sense of national identity,” he

concluded.

With the words “I am happy every time I set foot in an
Armenian School, there the Armenian spirit is revived in my
heart and mind,” His Grace Bishop Navasardyan began his
closing speech. He characterised this initiative as unique, which
is an expression of the practical implementation of the mission of
Hamazkaine, and which serves the preservation of Armenian
identity, Armenian education and spirit. “Today I witnessed the
future of these young people becoming Armenian scholars,” His
Grace said, wishing them the continuation of their path in
Armenian studies and the achievement of new horizons. His
Grace highly appreciated the idea of choosing the topic of
Artsakh and making us all travellers to Historical Artsakh. He
appreciated the joint effort in making the initiative a success.

Below is Professor Haroutiounian’s brief biography.
The Professor is a specialist in Armenian History.
After five years of study, in 1983 he graduated with
honours from the historical and geographical
department of the Abovian Pedagogical University.
In 1980, he participated in archaeological
excavations in the Ghapan region.

From 1979 to 1982, he studied at Yerevan State
University and was recognised as an English

language historian-translator with honours.
In 1986, he received his Master’s degree with
honours from Abovian University, and in 1989, he
received his doctoral degree, defending his thesis on World War I and the Armenian Diaspora 1914-1917.
Since 2020, Professor Haroutiounian has been a professor at the Department of Armenian History at Abovian

Pedagogical University.

From 1990 to 2000, he held the position of Deputy Director of the Department of Scientific Work at David
Anhaght University.

From 1993 to the present, he has been working at the Gevorkian Theological Seminary of Etchmiadzin, where he
teaches Historical Geography of Armenia, Armenian History, History of Armenian Culture, Armenian
Civilization, History of Armenian Diaspora, and History of the Armenian Church.

He has participated in numerous national and international scientific conferences.

He is the author of about 210 scientific works published in Armenian, Russian, English, French, Persian,
Hungarian, German, including monographs, bibliographic collections, translations, etc.

The Professor was the founder-co-author and historian-consultant of the Armenians program of the Public
Television Company (H1). He is a member of the Scientific Council of the Pedagogical University, as well as of
the Professional Council of the Theory and History of Religion.

He is fluent in Armenian, Russian and English. g,
